v Be a Muslim female between the ages of 17-24 years old (for high school and college 

only; no age limit for graduate student). 

v Currently be enrolled in or accepted to a 2 or 4 year college. 

v Have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.5 or better. 

v Demonstrate an active participation in community service work. 

v Submit a grade transcript. 

v Complete a short essay component. 

v Submit a letter of recommendation.

1. From a Muslim perspective, tell us about an experience when you left your comfort zone. What 
impact did this experience have on you? How did it change you? 

 
2. Discuss one challenging problem facing the Muslim community and propose a detailed 

solution to it. 
 

3. If you could be invited to any gathering--for example, a meeting in the Oval Office at the White 
House, a board meeting of a top international company, a secret meeting among scientists 
discussing their newest findings, or a gathering of Islamic scholars in a desert in West Africa--
what would you choose and why? 

  
Letter of Recommendation:  
You must submit with your application, one letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor, 
employer or other member of your community (not related to you).  The letter can comment on your 
academic ability, promise of future success, your extracurricular activities or how your efforts have 
contributed to the community. Be sure that the letter of recommendation includes contact information 
for the person writing the letter.   
 
Transcript:   
Include with your application, a grade transcript showing your Grade Point Average (GPA) as well as 
your courses.
